Setting up Riplynx to Print to a Noritsu QSS Printer
· Open Riplynx

· Click on File>Preferences

· Click on the “Packages” tab

· Click the “Add” button to add a new configuration

· Type a description for this config (ie “Noritsu”)

· Click the box next to “Print to Image” to insert a checkmark

· Select desired output folder by double clicking the white space next to the default path (if you want to change it.  Can be left at default)

· Set desired DPI (generally about 300)

· Select image type (typically jpg, with a compression of 2)

· Click the box next to “Enable Print Script” to insert checkmark 

· From the dropdown menu to the right, select the Noritsu QSS printer

· Click the “Config” button to the right of that

· For the first Mac Address, click the “Search” button until the address appears

· For the Printer IP Address, click the “Search” button.   This may take a few moments to populate the correct address.

· Select the Printer Type from the dropdown menu just below that

· Type the Host Name of the computer you are working from and the User Name

· For initial setup and testing do not enable ID bar or backprinting.

· Select Paper Surface from dropdown (this can vary depending on your printer setup)

· Enter a number for “Images per Batch” – start with a low number, such as 2

· To verify connection to the printer, click “Get Paper Info” – you will be able to see which magazines were found on the printer.
· Click “OK”
· In Image Match, go to File>Preferences

· Click on the “Packages” Tab

· About two-thirds of the way down, you will see a “Riplynx” section.

· Click the “Write Xml File” button

· Click the “Settings” button just below that

· Navigate to the “Jobs” folder located here: c:\program files\photolynx\Riplynx\jobs (it should default to this file)

· Click “Ok”

· Type the name of the config you added in Riplynx for the printer (ie “Noritsu” as used above)

· Click “Ok”

· Click “Ok”

· You are now set up to print to your Noritsu.  

· Go to Print>Send Packages to Riplynx

· Select which records you want to send (ctrl-A for all, ctrl-T for tagged, or simply click the ones you want sent)

· Click “Print”

· Click “Ok” when message pops up saying that it has written the xml file.

· Open Riplynx, if it isn’t already open.

· Verify that your Noritsu is in “Net Order Mode.”
