Creating ID Cards in CamLynx with a Green Screen Shoot
For cards where you will be layering the full student image over the top of the card follow this set of instructions:

Create your basic layout for your ID card using a graphic (if desired) and the individual nodes for objects such as barcode, name, grade, SID, etc.

Next, add an image object that will be the background for the Green Screen image.  Place this layer where the image will appear.  

Next add an image object for the sample student image.  You will need to copy and paste a sample Green Screen image into your graphics folder.  On the Image Tool s box associated with this image layer, click in the area next to “filename” and select the sample GS image.  Stretch this over the area where you placed the background graphic.
On the right side of the template builder, click the eye dropper button and then click on the green background of your sample GS image to sample the color.

Click the box next to “Transparency” to tell the template builder to change the green to transparent.  You may need to adjust the tolerance slider just below that to get the right amount of transparency.
Make sure to link this layer to the data field “Image Name” 

For cards where you will want to “zoom in” on the student image, follow the above instructions, except:

For the main ID Card Graphic, you will need to create a jpg that has an area specified as a transparency.  Since we already have specified the green in the GS image as transparent, you will need to create a graphic that includes a square/rectangle/oval that is the same color as the green in your sample GS image.

Insert this graphic into your template builder with all you data fields layered on top of it, but with student image directly behind it, and the background being the bottom layer.

You can increase the size of your student image layer to give it the appearance of being “zoomed in” within the constraints of the transparent box on your ID card layer.

For kids wearing green, unfortunately, there isn’t a way to bring the green back to their clothing.  You may want to print their cards with the green background intact.
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
