How to Print a different ID card for each student 
based on variable information from Camlynx
(aka “Dynamic ID Card”)

The situation:
A student walks up in the 10th grade who purchased ASB and has internet access.  You want to print the ID card that will reflect those three variables.  You scan/lookup their data, take their picture, then scan barcodes or enter data into the fields to specify Camlynx to assign the 10th grade ID card with ASB and internet graphics.  When you save the image, the corresponding card with the add-ons will print.
Or, if a student walks up who is in the 11th grade with only internet access, you would scan/enter data for Camlynx to specify the 11th grade card with internet graphic.

Setup:

First, you need to have a jpeg image of each of the different backgrounds for the basic variables (9th grade, 10th grade, 11th grade, 12th grade are typical examples of this).  These will need to be designed so that the student image and their information will be in the same location on each of those cards.  It is recommended that you assign a short filename to these such at 9.jpg, 10.jpg, etc.  This will be explained later.
In the Camlynx template builder, create a template that layers those backgrounds directly on top of each other, using the “add image” tool for each layer.  In the “Image tools” box, double click in the white space next to filename to select the jpg for each background.  Where you can select “Data Field,” you will need to select the field that you will use to specify the variable that will tell Camlynx which card to print (ie: the criteria field).  If you are dealing with a school that will have other variables on the ID cards, such as ASB, Library, Internet, etc., you will add those as individual images nodes over the top layer and select the “Data Field” for each of these that will correspond to the option (ie ASB, Library, etc).  Save the template.  
You will need to add data fields to correspond to where you will be entering the jpeg data that specifies the different options.  These can be “ID Card,” “Library,” and “ASB” (or whatever you need to have).

If you are using barcode scanning, you should create a document in word that lists all the individual jpeg numbers for the individual backgrounds and variable graphics.  Convert them to a barcode font (with regular font labels for identification) and print to use on site.  If you aren’t using barcode scanning, keep a list of all those jpegs so they can be manually entered into the fields you created.

Before starting the shoot, COPY the jpegs that are the individual backgrounds and the graphics that represent the variables (ASB, internet, etc, graphics) and paste them into your saved photos folder in the Camlynx program files.

When you start the shoot, you will scan/find the data record for the current subject, hit F10 to edit, place your curser in the “ID Card” field and scan the barcode for the ID card background jpeg you want to use for that student.  Next, click your curser in the “ASB” field if they purchased ASB and scan the barcode for the ASB jpeg number, and continue the same way with any other variables.  Take the pictures of the student.

If you have enabled auto print, the correct ID card for that student will print when you select save,  F7, or scan the next camera card.  The ID cards can also be batch printed at a later time with all the variables intact.
