How to Merge Data in Camlynx OR ImageMatch
This workflow applies with there is already data in the program and you want to add additional information to the existing records.  This is not for adding new records, but amending existing records.

Restore the job in ImageMatch or the import the data into Camlynx for the job in question.

In ImageMatch, go to File>Import Data

In Camlynx go to Data>Import Data

Browse for the file that contains the new data, click Open

On Step 1 of 4, tell the program what type of file, the start line and whether or not there is a header.  Click Next

On Step 2 of 4, you will only want to map the columns of data that are necessary.  These data columns are the columns you are using to 1) Match the incoming data with the existing data and 2) the columns of new data you are bringing in. 

For example, if you are adding grade numbers to a database because they were not part of the original data provided to you, you will need to map the grade column as well as the columns you are using to match the data (ie, first name, last name, teacher).  So you will have four columns mapped in this example – First Name, Last Name, Teacher, Grade.  This assumes that the existing data has accurate first and last names, as well as teacher information.  

Click Next

On Step 4 of 4, you are going to click the boxes next to BOTH lines that begin with “Do not merge…..”  This prevents incoming blank data fields from overwriting existing data in the database.  

In the lower portion ONLY check the items that you are using to compare the incoming data with in the existing database. In this example, it would be First Name, Last Name and Teacher.  The Grade field would NOT be checked because there is no data in the existing database in that field for the incoming data to compare and match to.  
Click Finish

The program will tell you how many records it is going to merge and how many it will add.  If you have any incoming records that the program could not find an exact match for the fields selected in the last step, it will add those records to the end.  If you had identical databases, with the only exception of the new column(s) of incoming data, you should not have had any added records, only merged records.
