Creating a Package Program in Camlynx
1. Open CamLynx
a. Press F8
b. Go to > File > Configure Packages
c. Enter password (default is CamLynx), Click Ok
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2. Go to File>New to create a new blank program
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a. Type in the Business Name
b. Type in a Description for the Program. E.g. “Underclass Spring”

c. Enter Tax Rate (optional)
d. Check box next to Tax Included to include taxes for reports (optional)
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3. Adding a Package to the Program

a. Click Add
b. Type a Description for the package (ie “Package A”)
c. Enter a Title for the package - this is typically a short version of description (ie PACKA)
d. Enter a Map # for the Package - this is what is used to uniquely identify the package in the PRM file and is what shows up in the data string of the packages field after packages have been entered (ie PA)
e. Enter your cost (optional) and the price of your images (optional)

f. Check box next to Taxed to indicate this is a taxed item (optional)
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4. Adding Unit(s) to the Package

a. Click Add Unit
b. The window pops up that lists all the available units in the Package Units Definition file (aka “pud file”).  Select the first unit that you want to add to this package.  The layout window displays a preview of the Unit.
Note:  If the Unit you desire is not in the list, check with the lab that will be printing your packages to ensure it is a unit they will print. If so, ask them to send you the RipLynx Units.pud that they have added the unit into so that you can build your packages with their units list.
c. Click Ok
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d. To Increase the quantity of the Unit, Click on the selected Unit (the Qty column will display the increase)

e. To Decrease the quantity of the Unit, Right-Click on the selected Unit (the Qty column will display the decrease)

5. Repeat steps 4 through 5 to add units to the package until it is complete.

6. Repeat steps 3 through 5 to add other packages.

7. Click File>Save As to save the new Program
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8. Type a Filename for the new Program  (ie “Underclass Spring” - no extension is necessary)  Click OK, then OK again to get back to the Package Entry screen

9.  On the main Package Entry screen, Click Program>Load Program and select the .prm file you just saved, then click OK.
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You are ready to enter packages for your subjects!
Creating Packages for Novelty Items and Package Options
To create packages for “novelty” items such as mugs, mouse pads, magnets, fun packs, etc, a package will need to be created for each item.  These packages will typically contain a service item that is used for printing the image on the item.  

In the Package Configuration window, you will add a package the way you normally would. Type a description for item, the price, cost and if it is taxed.  Type a short description and assign a map number.  I have set this example for a mouse pad:
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Other specialty items are set up the same way in the program.

Creating Package Options

1.
For Package Options, such as Green Screen Background options, these will be set up by going to Units>Edit Options.
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2.
In the Print Options window, click Add, then Edit
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3.
You can now add any number of items that you would like to offer in this particular option.  For our example, I will use Green Screen backgrounds.

Click Insert, then Background Image.
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4.
The map number for this option will automatically be created as a unique map number.  You may change it if you wish, but keep letters as capital letters, especially if you will be doing barcode package entry.  

5.
Next, Type a description of the background this will be (flowers is used in the example).

6.
Enter a cost and price, if desired.  This is an optional step.

7.
For “Apply to,” leave as is – “Package”.
8.
To select the file, click on the button with the three dots on the bottom right of the window.  A browse window will come up.  Browse for the background and click Open.

Remember, you are mapping to a file, not importing it, so if you move your background files, you will need to re-select them in this window.


If you are creating the option and sending your jobs to a lab, Photolynx staff will assist them in mapping to your backgrounds.  Just make sure that you provide your background graphic files to the lab if you are using your own.  If you are using backgrounds your lab already has, then they will provide you with the Package Units Definition file (“pud” file) that contains the options for you to use.
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Repeat steps 2-8 until you have added all of your background options.
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
